The jetties at Herring Point are in dire need of 
repair. At high tide, the jetties stand detached 
from the mainland, and at low tide, they stand 
detached from the bluff/dunes. This issue is of 
concern to several interest groups, including 
surfers. The DNREC has reviewed several 
options and determined the best solution for 
“all parties involved” is to tie-back the groins to 
the dunes/bluff and repair the groins. This 
solution is favorable to protecting the surf 
break. On January 11th, a public hearing will 
be held to allow groups to express support or 
concern for the tie-back option. We need your 
support!
